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THE MAYOR’S MINUTE

Spring outdoor activities are back in full swing as our weather continues to
show improvement. Check out the details elsewhere in this newsletter, and on
the City’s Facebook page.

The City’s Fiscal Year 2027 budget planning process is in the home stretch, with

final approval scheduled to occur at the April 14t City Council meeting. The

GOOD NEWS is that the City’s property tax levy rate will remain at the same
$8.10 per thousand of property taxable value.

The 3™ Annual City Volunteer Committee Meet-and-Greet is scheduled for 6:30 PM Tuesday, April 7. This
provides an excellent opportunity to meet and thank volunteers serving on City boards and commissions. See
the separate FACTS article for more information.

Construction activity will resume soon due to the W. Cemetery Rd intersection realignment project. The actual
bridge replacement is scheduled for June 2026 and is subject to the intersection project completion.

The Williams Blvd. extension to 76" Avenue SW will be asphalted in mid-April including the Southview Rd. and
Williams Blvd. intersection. Expect some traffic delays. Flaggers will be present during this process.

As previously mentioned, Fairfax received IDOT/UP Grade Crossing Surface Repair Program funding approval for
street repairs at the Union Pacific Vanderbilt Street crossing. However, we have been informed that the needed
repairs will not occur until 2027. In the meantime, local business semi-truck traffic will continue to enter the
downtown area using Church Street.

At the March 10™" City Council meeting, Linn County Supervisor, Sami Sheetz, provided the Council with
information regarding the potential County landfill expansion. More details will be shared after the 9-member
Governance Working Group’s proposals have been approved by Marion and Cedar Rapids.

In additional Linn County News, the Supervisors have finalized their gas-fueled power plant ordinance for the
county’s unincorporated areas. A 2.25-mile setback from residentially zoned areas is included, but with
opportunity for a 50% exception. As of this writing, Alliant Energy will have presented a current power plant
proposal at a public information session March 23 and to our City Council on March 24, Details to follow.

REMINDER: lowa has the highest average indoor radon concentration in the United States, with over 70% of
homes testing at or above the EPA's action level of 4 pCi/L. Linn Clean Energy District is offering free energy
audits, which includes radon testing. For additional information, go to: https://linncounty.energydistrict.org/ .
Radon test kits are also available at the Linn County Health Department.
