CITY ADMINISTRATOR UPDATE

There are five (5) City Administrator applicants to be interviewed. Finalists will participate in a 2" interview, city
tour, and community meet-and-greet, with the schedule to be determined.

PROJECT and MAJOR TASKS UPDATES*

1. Additional City Wells - #4 and Observation Well — The observation well is in place, and well #4 drilling
and casing is in progress.

2. Additional Water Treatment Facility — No new activity. Infrastructure Services Group (ISG), the City’s
Water/Wastewater Department Staff, and the lowa Department of Natural Resources (DNR), have
finished the pilot program. The Pilot Study Report has been submitted to the DNR.

3. Big Cedar Industrial Center — (a) Layton Construction’s temporary construction laydown/staging area
for the Cedar Rapids QTS data center is being established within Fairfax city limits along 76" Avenue.
(b) Alliant Energy presented information on a potential natural gas power-generating plant to the
Planning and Zoning Commission on July 15,

4. Heartland Heights Pond —The pond, bridge, and trail acceptance and ownership transfer to the City was
approved at the June 10%™ City Council meeting. No motorized vehicles are allowed on the bridge or trail.

5. Union Pacific Railroad (UP)/Vanderbilt Crossing Improvement — Our IDOT/UP Grade Crossing Surface
Repair Program funding application has been accepted, and we are awaiting funding approval. This
project will help prevent semi-trucks from “bottoming-out” at the crossing.

6. W. Cemetery Rd Bridge Replacement —The right-of-way/easement acquisition process is complete. This
project is anticipated in 2026, subject to the intersection realignment.

7. W. Cemetery Rd/Eagleview Drive/Highway 151 Intersection Realignment — A pre-construction meeting
was held July 17%, with construction to begin in early August.

8. Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation — Phase 1 has been completed. Additional phases are being planned.

Back-to-School Safety Month

The school year will be back in session before we know it, which means school buses will be driving
through town and kids will be walking or running to their bus stops before school and home after
school. While we should always ensure that we are not distracted while driving, this is especially
important during school hours, both before and after. Most injuries and deaths involving a school bus
are not crashes, but rather incidents that occur as students are entering or exiting the bus and crossing
into traffic. Be aware, and stay alert so kids don’t get hurt. Put your phone down, which is now the
law, until you reach your destination. Follow these additional rules:
e Do not park by the stop sign to drop off or
pick up children from a bus. In Iowa, you
are prohibited from parking within 10 feet
of the approach to any stop sign or traffic MLINE !
