The November 4% local election resulted in 689 Fairfax ballots
cast, for a 31.29% voter turnout. The statewide turnout
percentage was 16.61%, so Fairfax knocked it out of the ballpark!

Other municipal activities continue as we head towards year-end. ITC Midwest recently conducted its Fall
Partners in Business meeting, and invited area elected officials for the first time. | was proud to represent Fairfax
in that capacity.

College Community School District’s Fall Mayors Breakfast included district updates, as well as a tour of the
Prairie Summit YMCA scheduled to open in Spring 2026. A joint venture between College Community Schools
and the YMCA, this comprehensive new facility will be located on the north side of 76" Avenue just West of
Prairie Heights Elementary. College Community District residents will receive a 30% membership discount.

While the focus has been removed from Alliant Energy’s potential power plant as they consider alternate
locations, NextEra Energy conducted a Public Information Meeting on November 13t at Hawkeye Downs. Their
plans for reopening the Duane Arnold Nuclear Plant near Palo were presented, with questions and comments
from the attending public also addressed. The proposal with a projected production date of 2030 will require
lowa Utilities Commission approval.

I will represent State Congressional District 2 on the lowa League of Cities 2026 Executive Board Nominating
Committee. New Board members will be installed at the League’s Annual Conference in September.

The City’s Fiscal Year 2027 budget process will be ramping up soon. Stay tuned as the City’s Capital Improvement
Project (CIP) list is updated and prioritized as part of this process.
