Tis the Season

Yes, it is the season to wish you all a delightful, joy-filled holiday season. It’s that time of year to
cozy up with a good book and hibernate. Now is when we see old friends, family and enjoy the
time we can with those we love. We will soon be entering into 2026, with a lot of hope and
optimism for a wonderful new year. Tis the season to be kind and offer a hand to others. It is also

the season for SNOW!!

As we enter into the winter months residents and business owners need to be aware of their
responsibilities and risk in dealing with snow accumulation. Removal of snow from abutting
property owners’ sidewalks is required by State Law (Code of Towa, Sec. 364.12[2b & e]). In order
for all community members to have access to the public right-of-way the City of Fairfax requires
that snow be removed by the abutting property owners within a reasonable time (Fairfax code
Chapter 136.08). When property owners do not take action in a reasonable time, the city gets
complaints and staff must respond to these complaints. We have received nine (9) complaints
regarding snow removal and icy conditions for pedestrian travel already this year. We have had
three (3) snowfalls to date so far.

The first complaint was in regards to our trail system and icy areas encountered on the trail. The
city does not sand or salt our trails in the winter. We do plow snow off the surface. For the city to
salt and sand the trails our maintenance team would need to invest considerable money, time,
equipment and manpower to the snow removal effort. In the past, our city leaders have been clear
that city streets are the focus of the city’s snow removal efforts. Residents that use the trails in the
winter months will need to be aware of winter conditions and use the trails at their own risk. If
seasonal trail issues continue, city leaders may need to discuss a winter trail policy from a liability
(insurance) standpoint.

The remaining complaints were all sidewalks not being cleared. These complaints were received
three (8) days after the latest snowfall on Saturday, December 13th. Notices have been sent to all
the property owners involved.

Let’s all strive to keep Fairfax beautiful and encourage community mobility by removing snow
from all sidewalks. Safety for all residents and visitors to our great community is very important.
You only get one chance to make a first impression, let’s make it a good one. When residents take
pride in their property it shows, and the whole community wins! A BIG Thank You to all residents
who take pride in their community, take property ownership seriously and continue to be
outstanding caretakers of their parcels.
