PROJECT and MAJOR TASKS UPDATES*

Additional City Wells - #4 and Observation Well — Site preparation using temporary driveways is in
progress. Refer to a separate newsletter article for more details.

Additional Water Treatment Facility — Infrastructure Services Group (ISG), the City’s Water/Wastewater
Department Staff, and the lowa Department of Natural Resources (DNR), have finished the pilot
program. The Pilot Study Report has been submitted to the DNR.

Big Cedar Industrial Center — The Layton Construction temporary construction laydown/staging area
for the Cedar Rapids QTS data center was approved at the June 10™ City Council meeting. This laydown
area will be constructed within Fairfax city limits along 76t Avenue.

Heartland Heights Pond —The pond, bridge, and trail acceptance and ownership transfer to the City was
approved at the June 10t City Council meeting.

Union Pacific Railroad (UP)/Vanderbilt Crossing Improvement — Our IDOT/UP Grade Crossing Surface
Repair Program funding application has been accepted, and we are awaiting funding approval. This
project will help prevent semi-trucks from “bottoming-out” at the crossing.

W. Cemetery Rd Bridge Replacement —The right-of-way/easement acquisition process is complete. This
project is anticipated in 2026, subject to the intersection realignment.

W. Cemetery Rd/Eagleview Drive/Highway 151 Intersection Realignment — Utilities are being
relocated. Construction is scheduled to begin in mid-to-late summer 2025.

Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation — Phase 1 has been completed.
