While the entire nation celebrates its 250th anniversary, Fairfax is also
celebrating its 90-year anniversary. Famous former residents include Mattie
Blaylock, the common-law wife of Wyatt Earp and Donald Gurnett, a well-
known physicist, and scientist who studied how the universe works. Who
amongst our outstanding Fairfax youth will go down in the history books?

GENERAL INFORMATION:

At their May 12 meeting, the City Council authorized $30,000 in Local Option Sales tax revenue for an
Amperage Marketing and Fundraising library addition financial feasibility study. The 1t Feasibility Study
Committee meeting will be held in Mid-June, with surveys and resident interviews to follow.

The Council also entered into an agreement with the Dickinson Bradshaw law firm to pursue all available legal
remedies regarding the proposed Alliant Energy gas-fueled power plant siting. The attorney will also represent
the City in any proceedings before the lowa Utilities Commission.

The City Administrator job description and role will be reviewed by Council members before determining
whether to fill this open position.

PROJECTS:
The W. Cemetery Rd bridge replacement project is in process. Both the bridge replacement and intersection
projects are scheduled to be completed by early Fall 2026.

The Williams Blvd. extension to 76" Avenue SW asphalt project is also in process, and will continue throughout
the month of June. This also includes the Southview Rd. and Williams Blvd. intersection. Detours are posted,
and some traffic delays are expected. Local traffic still has access.

The 2" phase of a sanitary sewer pipelining project will begin soon in the original part of Fairfax. Impacted
residents have been notified.

COMMUNITY EVENTS:

June will certainly be a busy and fun month! Union Pacific’s Big Boy 4014 steam locomotive is scheduled to go
through Fairfax on June 1%, and llamas will visit the library later that same day. Parties in the Park kick-off
Sunday, June 14%™ at Heartland Heights Park. Citywide Cleanup Day is Saturday, June 20", and the annual USA
Days celebration is June 26 and 27", Times and details are provided in separate FACTS articles.
