THE MAYOR’S MINUTE

There’s a touch of Spring in the air, and there’s also other GOOD NEWS! The
City’s Fiscal Year 2027 budget discussions are nearing completion, and the City
Council has requested that Fairfax’s property tax levy rate remain at the same
$8.10 per thousand of property taxable value. This information must be
provided to Linn County by March 15t so property owner tax statements can be
mailed by March 15, A Public Hearing will be conducted at 6 pm March 24t
in City Hall’s Community Room.

In other good news, Fairfax received IDOT/UP Grade Crossing Surface Repair
Program funding approval for street repairs at the Union Pacific Vanderbilt Street crossing. Once complete, this
project will open Vanderbilt Street to South bound truck traffic again by helping to prevent semi-trucks from
“bottoming-out” at the crossing. That should also result in less truck traffic on Church Street, which has been
serving as the local business access point. If all goes according to plan, construction should occur in Summer/Fall
2026.

The W. Cemetery Rd intersection realignment project will remain inactive until Spring. The bridge replacement
is scheduled for Summer 2026, and is subject to the intersection project completion.

Plans for the 3" Annual City Volunteer Committee Meet-and-Greet are in the works, and will be scheduled after
the City’s budget process is completed.

In Linn County News, the Supervisors are in the process of developing data center and gas-fueled power plant
ordinances in the county’s unincorporated areas. | applaud their proactive approach in this rapidly growing
industrial environment.

Fairfax recently served as a host site for a NextEra Duane Arnold Energy Center restart update. Elected officials
from Linn and Benton County were invited, and the meeting was informative and well attended.

ATTENTION RESIDENTS: lowa has the highest average indoor radon concentration in the United States, with
over 70% of homes testing at or above the EPA's action level of 4 pCi/L. Linn Clean Energy District is offering
free energy audits, which includes radon testing.
