Bags of candy, popcorn, and hot chocolate were distributed to all,
and Mr. and Mrs. Easter Bunny arrived by fire truck.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

The City’s Fiscal Year 2027 budget was approved at the April 14t City Council meeting. The City’s portion of the
property tax levy rate will remain at the same $8.10 per thousand of property taxable value. We are closely
following the State’s ongoing property tax legislation to gauge City budget impacts, if any.

The City Council also voted to establish a committee to assess the impact of area commercial and industrial high
volume water usage on city and private wells, as well as the Silurian aquifer. Council also authorized the hiring
of an attorney to pursue all available legal remedies regarding the proposed Alliant Energy gas-fueled power
plant siting, and related Linn County actions. The attorney will also represent the City in any proceedings before
the lowa Utilities Commission. Council Member Wozniak is the primary contact.

The following staffing changes should be noted. Tristan Perry and Teagan Merta have been hired as full-time
Public Works | employees. Chris Philipp has resigned as City Administrator, and Rosina Guyer has been hired as
City Clerk/Treasurer.

PROJECTS:
Construction activity has resumed on the W. Cemetery Rd intersection realignment project. Bridge replacement
is scheduled for June 2026 and is subject to the intersection project completion.

The Williams Blvd. extension to 76" Avenue SW asphalt project has been rescheduled to mid-May. This also
includes the Southview Rd. and Williams Blvd. Intersection. Detours will be posted, and flaggers will be present
during this project. Some traffic delays are expected.

The Farmers Market starts up again Monday, May 4" from 4 — 6 pm next to the library. Citywide Garage Sales
are Saturday, May 16t from 8 am — 4 pm. City Hall and the Library will be closed on Memorial Day, Monday,
May 25th, to honor those who died while serving our Country.

Department Conducts Controlled Burns

With the early warm weather in March, the
fire department completed several controlled
burns. These are done for local farmers in the
area and serve as a training exercise for the
department. A controlled burn refers to the
controlled application of fire under specified
weather conditions that helps restore health to
ecosystems that depend on fire. Doing this
helps prevent the growth of trees and other
shrubs while rejuvenating grasses and
wildflowers that benefit grassland wildlife.
We also have provided mutual aid to some of
the other departments in our area for
controlled burns.

For each controlled burn site, there can be one or more objectives, which include:

Reduce competition from non-native invasive plants.

Reduce competition from woody perennials.

Increase cultural habitat for target species.

Reduce the buildup of dead plant matter.

Reduce the level of harmful pathogens and pests in plant material.

From these objectives, the benefits are:

Increased bio-diversity of plant, insect, bird, and mammal life.

Reduction of harmful plant species; poison ivy, wild parsnip.

Reduction in wildfire potential.

Improved water filtration and water quality due to increased prairie plant species.
Reduction in pesticide use.

Reduction in soil erosion.

Reduction in water flow to storm drainage systems.
