YOU DECIDE WHAT IS BEST FOR FAIRFAX

There have been discussions at the Fairfax City Council and the Fairfax Planning and Zoning Commission
meetings regarding Alliant Energy siting a power generating station in Fairfax and The Eastern Iowa Airport
Commission’s reaction. This possible proposal has brought about objections from The Airport Commission.
During the Fairfax City Council meeting on August 12, Marty Lenss, The Eastern Iowa Airport Director,
made the city council aware of the Airport’s 50-year Plan which shows a new airport runway, (9L-27R) just
south of 76" Ave. He mentioned their concerns about the height of the stacks, plume, and turbulence with
the power generating plant. The City of Fairfax has not been included in discussions about this 50-year Plan
which would bring a runway much closer to Fairfax and along with it more and larger planes flying closer to
your homes. The City of Fairfax has asked for more details about this plan and their safety concerns. When
we receive this information, it will be discussed at public meetings and available to view.

Chapter 167 Fairfax Airport Zoning of the Fairfax Code of Ordinances would allow for the siting of the
power generating station. The proposed stack height along with the difference in elevation the City believes
keeps the proposal within the current rules. There are cell towers, water-cooling towers, and other tall
structures already in the area. We believe the Google Data Center project will have at least one tall water-
cooling tower. Their project is much closer to the proposed runway. The stacks in the proposed Alliant
Energy project are not water-cooling towers. They will not omit the large plume you notice at other
locations.

If the new airport runway is built just south of 76" Avenue, the properties in the runway’s direct approach
will probably become undevelopable. This area was included in a recent 28FE Annexation Agreement
between Cedar Rapids and Fairfax. For over a year of discussing the land in this area, the City of Cedar
Rapids representatives made no mention of the planned runway. The City of Fairfax has worked on our
Future Land Use Map and Comprehensive Plan for years. Both documents show our plans for future
development in this area. This potential runway would impact the City of Fairfax in several negative ways
including noise, land development limitations, pollutants, increased traffic, and congested airspace.

If Alliant Energy decides to move forward with their project, this would bring in significant revenues to the
City of Fairfax. There will be pros and cons to their project. They should all be discussed. The City of
Fairfax’s City Council, Planning and Zoning Commission, and Board of Adjustment will all play a part in
making decisions for the City of Fairfax. Numerous meetings and public hearings will be held to discuss the
topics of a power generating station and a new runway. Residents will be able to hear the information and
give input. It is the City of Fairfax’s responsibility to make the decision about what is best for Fairfax.

Project updates:

1. West Cemetery Intersection Project, contracted with Boomerang
Construction, is currently starting two months behind schedule.
This project had a late start date of August 4. The contractor has
been delayed on other jobs because of the large amounts of rain we
received. The City held a meeting with the contractor on August
14% to discuss revisions to the schedule. The City Engineer
expressed concern about the late start and the impact on the
schedule of the bridge removal in the next phase.

2. The Fire Station Addition Project will begin the week of August
25" with the relocation of the backup generator, followed by
removal of the asphalt parking surface.

3. The extension of the Williams Blvd Sanitary Sewer Project is
scheduled to begin soon with a pre-construction meeting set for
Monday, August 25th. The manhole for this project is being built.

4. The Sanitary Sewer Lining Project, Phase One is complete. Phase
Two will begin in the spring of 2026.
